3. Insert light arms (A) with wires into light fixture (B) and fix with washer and nut.
4. Connect wires with wire connectors to the corresponding wires in wall.
5. Hang the light fixture (B) onto the screws.
6. Install sleeves (C) and screw in the light bulbs (not included with the light fixture). Turn on the power and test.
